Re: Classified Job Reclassifications

In the fall of 2017, according to the contract between the District and the California School Employees’ Association
(CSEA) local association, a committee comprised of administrative and employee representatives met to consider a
request to reclassify instructional assistants who were working in special education assignments. The committee agreed
upon a recommendation that these IA’s be assigned to a new position and classification, Para Educator 2 —Special
Education, due to the unique duties and responsibilities required of employees assigned to these positions. Among
those duties and responsibilities are toileting, administering medications, translating text to braille, and other
requirements calling for specialized skills or training.

I met with representative members of this job class, and developed the attached job description, Para Educator 2 —
Special Education. At the same time, it was agreed that the current Instructional Assistant position be retitled Para

Educator 1.,

At a later date, in negotiations with unit representatives, it was agreed that this position should be assigned to a new
salary range, 14.5, as shown in the draft classified salary schedule, also attached. This range was determined to be
comparable to the range of similar positions in analogous districts, and in keeping' with the relative ranking of the
District’s other classifications in comparison to Marin and Sonoma County districts. In accordance with the contract, this
would be effective January 10. 2017, the date of the original request. '

The fiscal impact of this action for the current year is $25,157, $18,537 of which is retroactive to the time of the original
request, and $6,620 of which is for the remainder of the current year.

Among the information shared that evening was the recommendation from Ms. Mares and Ms. Lane that the District’s
saléry range for a Chief Business Officer was not competitive. Additionally, they recommended that the needs of the
District might be better served if the position was re-designated as a Director of Fiscal Services, in accordance with the
attached job description. They also recommended that the salary range for such a position be built to be roughly
comparable to that of San Rafael Elementary School District. The positioﬁ would continue to be confidential classified
management, but would have responsibilities for the oversight of accounts payable and payroll, preparation of required
fiscal reports, and support for the Superintendent for the development and implementation of the budget.

I have attached a sample job description from San Rafael City Schools, as well as our most recently adopted job
description for the Chief Business Official. | have also attached a memo that you received at the last meeting, that
includes the salary range for the Director of Fiscal Services for San Rafael Elementary and High School Districts.

I am requesting that the Board direct me to develop a Shoreline Unified School District Director of Fiscal Services job
description, and to post the new position as quickly as is reasonably possible. [ propose to share the draft job description
with a representative of the Board prior to posting, and to bring it back to the Board for adoption at the March meeting.

The Board and the District Facilities Committee have had conversations recently regarding critical facilities ‘
improvements needed at our school sites. | have attached a list created by Greystone West that they submitted to the
District in the fall of 2016 regarding necessary facilities projects.

Recently, we have had discussions about the timing of an election to ask voters to approve funding for these, and other,
projects. The most likely dates for such an election would either be November of 2018 or November of 2019. The table
below reflects information that | have been able to collect regarding those choices. It should be noted that there are
other potential dates, such as June of 2018, though any date other than November of 2020 (a general election when
_trustee seats would be on the ballot) would result in the same approval threshold as November 2019, with similar
deadlines.

At the November meeting of the Board of Trustees, you received a report on the condition of our bus fleet. At the
December meeting, you directed the Superintendent to solicit quotes to replace the two oldest buses in our fleet.

We have received four quotes; two from A2Z Bus Sales (Bluebird) and two from BusWest {Thomas). A2Z provided quotes
-for transit bus bodies of different sizes, and BusWest provided quotes for a conventional body and for a transit body. All
are clean air diesel (meeting the 2021 standard). Those quotes are attached.

Our office has completed its review of the Shoreline Unified School District’s first interim budget report for
2017-18 in compliance with the provisions of Education Code 42131(a)(2). The Code requires the County
Superintendent to approve or disapprove interim report certifications after:

Examining the report to determine whether it complies with the standards and criteria established
pursuant to Education Code 33127.

Determining whether the first interim budget will allow the district to meet its financial obligations
during the current fiscal year and is consistent with a financial plan that will enable the district to
satisfy its multi-year financial commitments.

Based upon our review, the Board’s POSITIVE certification of the first interim budget report has been
approved.

2018-19 GOVERNOR’S BUDGET PROPOSAL

On January 10™, the Governor released his 2018-19 Budget Proposal with an increase of $3.1 billion in Proposition
98 funding for schools for a total of $78.3 billion, a new all-time high for Proposition 98 funding. The budget
assumes the continued expansion of the economy, however, the Governor notes that by the end of the 2018-19
fiscal year, this economic expansion will have matched the longest in modern history. A moderate recession could
drop state revenues by over $20 billion annually. The Governor also points out the Budget Proposal demands

- caution and prudence against mounting uncertainties especially as “California’s relationship with the federal
government has never been more uncertain”. To that end, the Governor proposes fully funding the Rainy Day
Fund as the-best tooi available to guide the state through the next, inevitable, recession.

The Governor’s Budget proposes fully funding the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF), two years ahead of
schedule. To improve student achievement and transparency, the Budget proposes requiring school districts to
create a link between their Local Control and Accountability Plans (LCAPs) and their budgets to show how
increased funding is being spent to support students of higher need. The Budget Proposal also includes $1.8

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billion in one-time Proposition 98 funding for all school districts equal to approximately $300 per pupil, with these
funds intended to offset any mandate reimbursement claims. These funds may be used at local discretion to
support critical investments such as content standards implementation, technology, professional development,
induction programs for beginning teachers, and deferred maintenance, or any other locally determined need.

BUDGETARY POSITION FOR SHORELINE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

The District’s first interim budget and multi-year projection reflects an improvement in budgetary position when
compared to the adopted budget. The following graph depicts the District’s estimated ending balance in the first
interim budget and multi-year projection for the unrestricted general fund, with both the state required minimum
reserve and the District’s actual reserve as a percentage of total expenditures.

The last several years have seen substantial one-time revenues that have helped in meeting the many competing
demands; however, the one-time nature of these revenues will not support ongoing costs over time.
Nevertheless, the Governor’s budget proposal includes approximately $300 per average daily attendance {ADA) in
one-time revenues.

The District’s financial position is under increasing pressure from retirement system increases, obligations under
the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) supplemental and concentration grant as well as natural inflation. The
following chart reflects the historical and budgeted change in LCFF funding, including local property taxes,
compared to the change in retirement system costs.

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OPERATING DEFICITS
The District’s first interim budget and multi-year projection continues to reflect operating deficits in the

unrestricted general fund as displayed in the chart below.

The cumulative impact of this projected deficit spending is a 10% decline in fund balance over the current plus
two subsequent years, leaving the District with reserves of $5 million or 35% of general fund expenditures at

June 30, 2020. While some deficit spending may be a result of one-time costs from prior year funding sources,
ongoing deficits threaten a school district's future educational programs. Districts that wait too long to address
and correct deficits are forced to make dramatic corrections all at once. In contrast, carefully planned and phased-
in structural corrections lessen the impact on children.

PROPERTY TAX TRENDS _
Property taxes provide 72% of the District’s total unrestricted revenue sources. The following chart shows the

growth in total property tax revenues as well as the actual secured tax growth rates through 2016-17 and
estimates from the Counties of Marin and Sonoma for 2017-18. The wildfire impact to property taxes in Sonoma
County is being allocated county-wide in 2017-18 resulting in a temporary drop in tax receipts for the current
year. Going forward, the District’s Sonoma County tax receipts should return to the previous base as adjusted for

annual inflation.
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FEDERAL BUDGET
The federal budget proposal for fiscal year 2018, funding 2018-19 programs for California school districts,

proposed a reduction in Title | and the complete elimination of the Title Il program. As a result, most districts are
anticipating a reduction in federal revenues in the multi-year projection. At this time, the federal government has
not yet approved the budget, and is operating on a continuing resolution that essentially leaves program funding
frozen at fiscal year 2017 funding levels. We continue to monitor events in Washington to see if the deeper cuts
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to the education budget for K-12 public schools in the preliminary federal budget proposal for 2018-19 will
materialize, including the potential impact from the recently approved federal Tax Reform Act.

OTHER STATE FUNDING
The District’s first interim budget includes one-time state funding of $147 per average daily attendance {ADA), an

increase of $72 thousand over the adopted budget. For those districts with unexpended Proposition 39 Clean
Energy and Job Creation Act funds, the deadline for submitting new or amended applications for funding is this
month, January 2018, with a requirement to encumber all funds by June 2018.

SALARY SETTLEMENTS
The District has not settled negotiations with the classified bargaining unit for either 2016-17 or 2017-18. Due to

the ongoing nature of these costs, any permanent increases to salary require permanent and ongoing funding
sources. When the District and bargaining unit are ready to settle negotiations, Government Code 3547.5 requires
the District to publicly disclose costs, as certified by the superintendent and chief fiscal officer. Please provide a
Public Disclosure of Collective Bargaining Agreement including the tentative agreement(s) and multi-year
projection to our office 10 working days prior to Board approval. Budget revisions associated with salary
settlements should be approved within 45 days of Board approval.

RESERVES '
The District maintains the state-required minimum reserve for economic uncertainty of 4% of total general fund

expenditures in the current and two subsequent years. All school districts, whether state aid or community
funded, are well advised to establish higher than minimum reserves in order to provide for the financial flexibility
to absorb unanticipated expenditures without significant disruption to educational programs, cash flow deferrals
and general economic uncertainties. Higher than minimum reserves allows the District to better ensure a

consistent and stable program offering for students.
